Gathering Activity: 

Zoo Neckerchief Slides

Take PVC pipe and cut small pieces and fine zoo animals beads or craft shape zoo animals and hot glue them to the PVC pipe.

TWO BY TWO

Prepare duplicate list of names of animals and cut them into strips. Give each boy one of these slips of paper.

After everyone has an animal name, they must make the sound of that animal until they find their matching 

animal. Be sure to pick animals that the boys can make their noise. 

A fun prank for one of the leader's who is a good sport, is to give him or her an animal that has no match. Then at the end of the game he is the only one making an animal sound.

ANIMAL SCRAMBLE

When everyone comes into Pack meeting, give each person one name of a variety of five different kinds of animals. Instruct them to keep it a secret. Then have everyone scatter and start making the noise of their animal, in the attempt of attracting the others of their kind.  When you find others of your species, take their hands. Continue to make the noise until everyone is gathered together.

SPELL THAT ANIMAL

Place letter cards out on the tables in front of the individual groups. Call out a name of an animal and have them

try to spell it out in the correct order within a minute time frame.

SAFARI PORTRAIT

Each player has a pencil and a sheet of paper, fold the paper into three sections, and each artist draws the head of the animal he thinks of on the safari and passes the paper on to the next artist, each then draws the body and then passes the paper one more time to create the feet of the animal. Each time the players hand the sheet of paper to the next person they show only the blank section, and have it ready for the next artist, Now everyone opens the portraits to see the unique animals on the safari.

SAFARI MEMORY GAME

Make up pairs of cards with safari animals such as:

Zebra,  Lion,  Elephant, Gazelle, Jackal,  Vulture, Hyena, Cheetah, Monkey, Wildebeest,  Tiger, Rhinoceros, Crocodile, Leopard, Hippopotamus, Giraffe, Gnu, Ape.

Shuffle them well, and lay them out neatly face down. The first player chooses two cards, turns them over so

everyone can see them, and if they match the player takes the matching cards and tries again. If they don't match they are turned back over and the next player turns two cards over trying to find a match. Every time a player finds a match he gets another turn. Winner is the  player with the most pairs.

CUB SCOUT SAFARI (Opening)

(For best effect this should be done with Cub Scout Safari Closing)

Equipment: Two galleries

These can be placed on a chalk board, wall, boxes, or whatever else will work with the room arrangement that you have. The galleries will be on display throughout the meeting.

Framed pictures of the animals mentioned in the opening and closing ceremonies

The den leader could have the boys draw the pictures from books during den meeting and put the pictures in simple paper frames.

Two frames that have the word "NEXT" in them, pins or tape to hang the pictures in the gallery.

Personnel: Narrator, Cub Scouts

Set up: Cubs stand in a line holding their pictures, so that they cannot be seen until the proper time in the ceremonies. After the boys show their picture, they hang the pictures in the gallery. In the opening, this should be done solemnly.

NARRATOR: Tonight we are going on a Cub Scout Safari. But ours will not be just in Africa. We will see animals from around the world. Beautiful animals. In fact, maybe they were too beautiful or lived somewhere too valuable.

The first part of our Safari is sad because these animals we can no longer see except in pictures. They are gone

forever. They are extinct. (The Cubs now show their pictures while saying the name of the animal they are showing.

American Alligator: A big success! More than 800,000 are now living in the United States

American Bison: In 1903, fewer than 100 survived. There are now more than 80,000

* * Closing: Cub Scout Zoo Watchers * *
Personnel: Bobcat, Wolf, Bear, Webelos Scout, Arrow of Light recipient, Cubmaster or Den Leader.

Equipment: Large poster with the picture of a baby lion, small tiger, robin, bear, and an eagle. Parts may be read from the back of each.

Arrangement: Cubs are off stage and enter one at a time to say his part. Each Cub enters to center stage, holds the poster for all to see and says (or reads from the back of poster) his part.

Bobcat Cub: I am a Bobcat Cub. Like the baby lion, I must work hard to achieve the recognition of my fellow Cubs.

Wolf Cub: I am a Wolf Cub. I have learned many basic skills that will help me to do things in life as the small tiger can do many things for himself.

Bear Cub: I am a Bear Cub. I have many colors on my chest to show my accomplishments (Point to badges of rank and arrow points) just like the brightly colored robin’s brest.

Webelos: I am a Webelos Scout. I have learned much along the Cub Scout trail that will make me strong and independent like the bear.

Arrow of Light: I am earning the Arrow of Light which is the highest recognition in Cub Scouting. As the eagle is proud and mighty bird, I am also proud of my accomplishments and my American heritage.

CUB SCOUT SAFARI

This would be a fun one to do in a park, be setting out different areas that have various animals on sticks, or hidden in the bushes and trees, so the boys would have to go searching for them. Tell them they can only go "so-far-I". Or you can make it as a scavenger hunt around the neighborhood. You will have to set them up ahead of time with different families.
ANIMAL RELAYS

Use one of the animal walks found in Bear Achievement 16c or make up one of your own to run a relay. Use a combination of walks to make it more challenging. Let the boys help plan the relay.

Awards

WILD ANIMAL HUNT

Props: House trees placed around the room, and a stuffed animal from the home of each boy receiving an award (With the boys award attached to it)

The Cubmaster should be dressed as if he or she was going on a safari, and with a net to catch the wild animals

with. The Cubmaster walks in like he is leading a safari, after going in and out of the trees, he would come across a "wild animal" (one of the stuffed animals) then the Cubmaster should pretend to catch a "Wild animal" then find the award attached to it and present it and the animal to the Cub Scout and his parent.

Story Activity / Game  
(Works Best in the Den)
The Three Friends

Once Upon a Time there were three friends.  The oldest was an elephant, ready for Weblos, the next oldest was a frog, ready for Cub Scouts, and the youngest was a crab, bright and ready for Tiger Scouts.

As each was getting ready for a different level, each had his own motto.  As we go through this story, every time you hear the name of the Elephant, Frog or Crab, you will say the Boy Scout Motto, the Cub Scout Motto and the Tiger Cub Motto.

Boy Scout Motto - Be Prepared

Cub Scout Motto - Do your Best

Tiger Motto - Search, Discover, Share

In addition there will be obstacles that can only be passed by walking in a certain way.  These are the Crab Walk, the Elephant Walk and the Frog Hop.  You will know when to do them.

Now, these three friends went on an adventure.  They went into a deep cave full of twists and turns.  Suddenly, the came to a low section.  The only way through was to do a front roll.  So one, by one each of the adventurers did a front roll through the opening.

Next they came to a very slick surface.  The only way across was to do a Crab Walk.  The Crab (Shout Tiger Motto) lead the way with a crab walk across the slippery surface.

Then they came to a dead end.  The only way out was to backward roll out.

Next they came to a long tree trunk over a ravine.  One by one, they followed the Frog (Shout Cub Scout Motto) over the tree trunk.  (Pick a line on the floor about 8-foot long, and balance beam across it.)

Then they came to a bog, where only elephant (Shout Boy Scout Motto) feet could keep them from sinking in.   They Elephant Walked across the bog with the elephant (Shout Boy Scout Motto) leading the way.

As the bog got wetter and wetter, they eventually came to open water with many lily pads strewn across the way.  The frog (Shout Cub Scout Motto) said that the only way across was to leap frog (Shout Cub Scout Motto) from one lily pad to the next.  So with the frog (Shout Cub Scout Motto) in the lead, they leap-frogged across the water.

At last, they came to a door, but the key was so high that they had to do a power jump to reach it.  Only by power jumping all at the same time could they reach the key.  They counted down from 10 to 0, and at zero they all jumped, and caught the key.

They opened the door, and passed through one by one.  Each one is asked to recite the cub scout promise and the cub scout motto.  Use the charts if necessary.  Each one recites both with the boys going through the door.

Note this activity completes wolf activities for Feats of Skill - 1b, 1c, 1d, 1f, and 1g in addition to help emphasize the cub scout bobcat requirements.

Advancement Ceremony: Tail Ceremony

Equipment: Tails made of fake fur for each Cub. Bobcat tail is spotted tube about 3’ long. Wolf tail is long, gray, narrow at the top and wider past the center, then back to a point. Bear tail is brown/black ball of fur. Each tail should have a string to attach it to the boy’s belt loops.

Candidate and his parents are called to the front. The Cubmaster explains which award has been earned, but before the Scout gets his award he must look like a Bobcat/Wolf/Bear!

What is missing? (turn him around)

A tail!

Present tail to parents and have they attached it to his belt loop or belt in  back. Explain that in order to remove his tail he must do something first. Can he tell you what it is? Ask rest of the pack. “A GOOD DEED!” Explain that if he does not find a good turn to do before he goes to bed, he must wear it on his pajamas and then to school until he does one! (Some cubs like to wear it for a few days!)

A Jungle Book Skit

Setting:  Lights out, artificial fire, spotlight, 3 Scouts around the campfire.

#1: The forest is quite beautiful tonight, filled with friends and danger.

#2: Yes, it reminds me of a book I read as a boy, “The Jungle Book,” by Rudyard Kipling.

#1: I think I remember that book.  Wasn’t that the story of a lost boy adopted by a wolf pack?

#2: Yes, the wolves named him Mowgli, meaning “Little Frog,” because his skin was smooth and hairless.

#3: How did Mowgli come to live among the wolves?

#2: He wandered away while Shere Khan was terrifying his village.

#3: Who is Shere Khan?

#2: Shere Khan was the great tiger bully—all stripes, teeth, and claws—and, like most bullies, not very brave when confronted.

#3: Was Mowgli immediately accepted into the wolf pack?

#2: No, Mowgli, the man-cub, had to get the approval of the pack and Akela.  Two animals had to speak up for him.

#3: Who is Akela?

#2: Akela was the wise old wolf – the head of the pack.  He saw that the younger wolves all kept the law of the pack.

#3: What animals spoke up for Mowgli?

#2: The first to speak was Baloo, the serious old bear who taught young wolves the law of the pack.  The second was Bagheera, the cunning black panther, who taught the skills of the pack.

#3: Were there other animals in the story?

#2: Yes, there was Hathi, the elephant, and the Bandor-log.

#3: The Bandor-log?

#2: Yes, the Bandor-log were the monkey people.  They obeyed no laws.  They were not brave; they fought only if they greatly outnumbered their foes.

#3: Any other animals?

#2: There was Tabaqui, the dish licker—the mean, sneaky jackal who made friends by using flattery so he could get food from them.  And there Kaa, the great serpent, who appeared slow and good-natured; but, anyone who joined the Bandor-log was soon swallowed up by Kaa.  Some say his real name is Laziness.

#1: You know Lord Baden-Powell used “The Jungle Book” as the basis of Cub Scouts.

#3: I never knew that.

#1: Well, it’s true.  There were many boys wanting a program that were too young for Boy Scouts.  Baden-Powell called them “Wolf Cubs.”  Boy Scouts were called wolves after the Indian name for Scout.  And young Scouts are young Wolf cubs.

#3: What things did Baden-Powell use from the Jungle Book?

#2: The Cub Scout Promise is like the wolf’s solemn promise, and the Law of the Pack is like the law of the jungle.  Even the two fingers of the Cub Scout sign represent the two ears of the wolf.  Many Cub Scout ceremonies and patches still show their “Jungle Book” origins.

#3: Aha—so that is how Cub Scouting was started.

Zoo Puppets

Here's an easy way to make a zooful of animal puppets. Set up a stage and put on your own puppet show! You can write show scripts that tell all kinds of stories–just write down what each puppet should say. You might have a conservation theme, or tell a funny story about an animal that meets other animals on a journey. Use your imagination and have fun!

What you need

• 1 empty gelatin box (or box that size) for each puppet

• An old, but clean, sock

• Scissors

• Glue

• Fabric scraps, construction paper, yarn, sequins, felt, pipe cleaners, etc.

• Tape

What you do

1. Tape the open end of the gelatin box closed. Lay the box flat, then start cutting the top across the middle. Cut all the way across the middle and down each of the sides, but don't cut the bottom that was lying on the table (look at the diagram). Now fold the box in half along the middle of the uncut side. If you put your thumb and fingers in the open parts, you can move it like a mouth. This is the puppet's mouth.

2. Take the sock and cut off the toe, about two inches from the end. Slip the sock over the box, so it creates a head and neck for the puppet, with a moving mouth. Glue the edges of the sock onto the box to keep it together.

3. Now you can use the fabric scraps and other materials to decorate the box and the sock to create any animal you choose. Felt teeth can be glued inside the mouth (square ones for herbivores or pointy ones for carnivores), and a pink oval (or a blue-black one if you're making a giraffe!) can be glued inside to make a tongue. You could make antlers or horns with pipe cleaners, a mane with yarn, spots or stripes, and different sizes and shapes of ears and eyes. You could make antelope or deer, big or small cats, foxes, pigs, giraffes, hippos...you name it!

4. To bring your puppet to life, put your arm up into the sock and your fingers into the box halves.

Webelos Communicator Activity

Games:

Communication With A Blind Person: How would you go about describing something to a blind person? An animal for instance, one they have never seen. Try this exercise; blindfold your den, give them each a pencil and a piece of paper, then describe to them an animal and have them draw what they think they hear. Remove the blindfolds and see if they can guess what animal they have drawn. Hint: Don't use any key words. Example: if you are describing an elephant don't use the word trunk for his nose.

Secret Sounds: Use prerecorded sounds or have den chief produce sounds from behind a screen or another room. Webelos listen as each sound is produced and then write down what they think the sound is. Example: Sandpaper rubbing against something; a deck of cards being flipped into the air, a golf ball or Ping Pong ball, bouncing on a bare floor; bursting of a paper bag; etc.

Communicator Game

This is a game that can be played in any Den setting, and is instructive for both the boys playing the game and for the rest of the Den watching.

Cut identical sets of geometric shapes (triangles, square, rectangles, octagons. etc.) out of different colors ofconstruction paper. 
Give one set to each pair of boys, and sit them so they are facing away from each other at two tables, or on the floor.

The first boy is told to arrange his shapes in whatever fashion he chooses. When he has done so, he must tell the second boy how to arrange his set of shapes in the same arrangement. The second boy cannot ask questions, or otherwise communicate with the first boy. Observe the results with no communication.

The next time, the roles are reversed, with the second boy arranging his shapes any way he wishes. The difference now is that the first boy may ask questions, and the second boy may answer them.

A discussion can ensue about the value of questions and answers in effective communication.

Back Drawing

Before the meeting, the Den leader draws symbols on poster board. Spilt the Den into two teams. Have them sit in a straight line facing forward. Give the Scout at the front of the line a piece of paper and pencil.

Rules: Everyone closes his eyes, except the Scout at the back end of the line. Only this Scout may see the image that the Den leader has drawn. Then this Scout draws the image he is shown on the back of the Scout in front of him. He may erase once, and then redraw the image. After the image is drawn on the Scout's back, he opens his eyes, then draws his image on the Scout's back in front of him. The image will finally reach the first Scout, and he will draw the image that he feels being drawn on his back on the paper. After both teams are finished, show everyone the original image and see whose drawing is most accurate.
